●​ We will be asking as many pupils as possible to support our fundraising efforts, which will include the 

collection of food to distribute to families in need. We have collection boxes in reception for any 
donations you would like to make. 

 
Advent Attendance Challenge 
 

●​ This year we will again hold our Advent Attendance Challenge. 
 

●​ Any pupil with 100% attendance from the 1st to the 19thDecember will receive 5 first dinner passes to use 
at their discretion throughout the year. 
 

●​ All qualifying pupils will also be entered into a draw to receive a free Christmas lunch or a selection box. 
 
Cinema Trip  
 

●​ This year’s school visit to the Metrocentre Odeon Cinema is on Thursday 18th December 2025. Due to the 
increase in the costs involved we are asking for a contribution of £10.45, this includes transport and entry 
to the film of their choice. 
 

●​ Payments for this trip should be made via our online payment system Arbor Pay. Any queries regarding 
payment can be emailed to STM-Arbor@stm.bwcet.com. Pupils currently in receipt of free school meals 
(FSM), currently in care (LAC) or previously looked after (Pre-LAC) will have the costs covered by the 
school.
